SUNDAY
11:00 a.m.—Worship. Duke University Chapel.

The cost of the entire week-end, excluding tickets to the game, will be $10.00
per couple. This is most reasonable, and everything has been done to keep it so.
We are expecting a minimum of seventy-five of the alumni to be back for this
grand occasion.

Here is how reservations for the week-end should be made: On the inside of
this magazine you will find a sheet on which are printed three cards. One is for
tickets. Send this card, along with $8.00 to Dave Beveridge, P. O. 4716, Duke
Station, Durham, N. C., before July 1 and he will send you two tickets in the
alumni block for the Duke-Army game. Needless to say, if vou are not bringing
a date or your wife send in one-half of the fee.

Another card should be sent to Mr. W. E. Stubbs, Jr., Manager, Washington
Duke Hotel, Durham, N. C., along with a deposit of $7.00 to reserve your room
for Friday and Saturday nights. These rooms will also be in a block for the
alumni. This must be done by August 15, or we cannot assure you of a room.

The third card should be sent to Mr. Dave Beveridge, P. O. 4716, Duke Station,
Durham, N. C., along with a fee of $10.00, to cover the cost of the above program.
There is no deadline for the moment on this, but please do it early so that we
might gain an idea of how many to expect.
